Choosing

WISELY

To allocate time for Jesus seems to be a chore these 
days. It is a burden that we prefer to do without, if 
possible. Some of us may claim to have done our 
part, such as, by performing our Catholic obligations 
or by attending Mass on Sundays. Surely God 
shouldn’t expect more than these? It is like Pilate 
asking Jesus, “Are you the King of the Jews?” In doing 
so, he separated his world and the Jewish world; their 
problem was not his problem, their God was not his 
god. Likewise, it may be that we too may be 
“separating” ourselves from Jesus when we claim 
that we do not have time for Jesus.  Do we truly have 
time for Jesus? 

Like Cain who chose poorly in his offering to God, we 
too may be “choosing poorly” in our relationship with 
Jesus. Jesus is not just the king of the Jews. He is our 
King. He is the Lord of our lives - our very being and 
existence. Everything that we do and feel has to be 
offered to him, for ultimately our lives belong to him. 
Jesus, our King and our brother, understands us and 
shares both our pain and joy. He is a most special King 
who loves us and gave his life for us. So we ask 
ourselves, “In our relationship with Jesus, do we 
choose wisely? Do we continue to retain our old 
selves as Cain did? Do we ‘separate’ our lives from 
Jesus as Pilate did? Or do we acknowledge that Jesus 
is our King and therefore, has Lordship over our entire 
lives?
